5. Please be aware that unforeseen circumstances, such as inclement weather or school
programs, may cause program changes.

7. Fees for programs will not be pro-rated for late registrations. Once a program begins,
there are no refunds.

8. Please note that e-mails will be sent when programs are canceled due to unexpected
school closings and inclement weather.

Note: The Parks & Recreation Department reserves the right to cancel, change, or
consolidate programs as the need arises due to unforeseen circumstances and insufficient
enrollment.

PERMITS FOR GROUP USE OF FIEIDS & FACTIITT

All groups of 15 or more persons desiring to use an outdoor facility or athletic field
maintained by the Township of Morris must complete a request through our
CommunityPass website. In addition to the completed request the applicant must also
provide a Certificate of Liability Insurance addressed to the Township of Morris in the
minimum coverage amount of $1,000,000 naming the Township of Morris as an additional
insured, a signed Hold Harmless Agreement, and a roster of all participants for sports. All
fees for reserved group use are set by Township Ordinance.
